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TEACHER NOTES
These are a series of eight non-calculator assessments designed to be used within a structured revision programme (see page 2 and 3 for examples). They are aimed to be used with Intermediate students who achieved (E)/D/C on the mock examinations and are aiming for at least a grade C in the final GCSE. 

Each assessment has been designed to target each of the topic areas Number, Algebra, Shape, Space & Measures and Handling Data – four at roughly grade D level and four at grade C level. All assessments contain classic misconceptions and mistakes and aim to assess fluency. 

Exemplar answers are also available. These can be used:

· in OHT form for students to mark their own answers and discuss problems in class

Or
· issued individually to students if you are running out of lesson time (when is that not the case!!)   
The last page of each assessment has an ‘Assessment for Learning’ feature – students can audit their performance question by question and use the ( sections to identify further revision needs. Students can also use their total to see if they are on track (approx 80% and above – grade secure, 50% to 80% - OK but more work needed, below 50% needs to be seriously addressed now – don’t delay!!).
